children and is much better than the cartoon video òBarbie in the  
Nutcrackeró that most of the children have seen which leaves out 
many of the wonderful dances and changes the original story line. 
Both have the classical music and  watching them will really bring 
this magical music into the life of your child.    
The Nutcracker is one of the best ballets for a childõs first expe-
rience. If your are interested in attending a live performance,  
Ballet Idaho, Eugene Ballet (Caldwell) as well as a few local dance 
studios perform this ballet in December. Check Family magazine or 
online for more information. 
Our teachers attended the new The Nutcracker and the Four Realms movie.     
If you are expecting your dancer to experience the nutcracker and its original 
story line, this movie may not be the best option.  
We were disappointed in the portrayal of the Sugar plum Fairy and with the PG 
rating, some parts are too scary for children under age 6.
